We offer four levels of sponsorship to meet the budget of any potential sponsor. Sponsors at all levels may
place freebies (ads, store product, etc.) in our swag bags, place promotional material on our flyer table, and
earn a spot on our sponsors listing on our GottaCon 2011 web site.

Donations of products are welcome in lieu of funds. For purposes of sponsorship level determination the
following conversion applies: One dollar of product (at retail USRP) equals one dollar of cash. For example, a
$40 USD board game counts as a $40 CAD donation toward your sponsorship level. Please note that for
billing purposes only all product used as sponsorship payment will be valued at 50% of USRP on the receipt
we issue. We ask that all product donations be of current and popular products that are not scheduled to be
discontinued or become obsolete as of February 28, 2011 (as known at the time of submission to GottaCon
Conventions). For product in lieu of cash please submit a list of product for approval. GottaCon Conventions
reserves the right to request certain product or refuse product that is being submitted as a cash equivalent.

Bronze
